Parent Network Reimbursement Grant
Parent Networks can give you the opportunity to socialize with parents of your children’s classmates and talk about what’s really going on in the lives of your school’s adolescents. It can be as simple as inviting a few friends over for coffee and casual conversation or as structured as an open grade-level parent meeting with an expert speaker on a specific parenting concern – or anything in between, perhaps a hybrid format fluid enough to roll with the punches.
